Jake Iott now has 326 career points for the Bobcats. He 
is just the fourth player in Whiteford history to score 300 
points, joining Jesse Kiefer (526), Logan Murphy (378) and 
Cole Giesige (342).
His 37 career touchdowns put him tied for No. 6 in school 
history with Shea Ruddy.
His 52 career 2-point conversions is a school record.
KOLBY MASSERANT
Kolby has six interceptions and seven touchdown recep-
tions in six games. His interception total is one off the 
school’s single season
record of 7, held by Ty Eitniear (2017), Fred Kutzke (1992), 
Ray Wolfe (1989) and Scott Longanbach (1990).
He has caught at least one touchdown pass in four of 
Whiteford's first six games.

• The Bobcats have gone undefeated at home 15 times in 65 seasons. 
• Whiteford has gone 8-0 at home four times - 2016, 2017, 2021 and 2022.  
• Jason Mensing’s 10-year record at home was 53-7 (.883).
• Todd Thieken is 12-0 as head coach at Whiteford.
• Whiteford won 23 straight home games from 2016-2019, the longest home winning streak in 
school history. 
• The Bobcats have a .587 winning percentage all-time on the road, compared to .645 winning 
percentage at home.
• Whiteford’s first game at the current football field was Oct. 3, 1958 against Jackson North-
west. The first two games of the 1958 season were moved to Deerfield because the field was 
not ready. The final game of the 1958 season vs. Airport was also moved from being a home 
game due to the field not being in playable condition.
